My Fellow Druze Brethren:

The propagation of the Druze community worldwide is
remarkable. There are established communities from different
parts of the world, while other new Druze communities
continue to grow and flourish. The American Druze Society
has created a name for itself by holding annual and regional
conventions. These conventions have provided and continue
to provide an opportunity to solidify and maintain a Druze
connection. Similar activities are taking place in Canada, Brazil
and other countries. Despite the importance and success of
these conventions over the years, there seems to be a gap
with the newer generations. This gap, or disconnect, if it
continues to grow, can and will cause a rift between newer
and future generations and their understanding of being a
Muwahideen Druze.

There has been numerous attempts to tackle the issues of
disconnect between the newer generations and their
understanding of being a Muwahidoun Druze. Although these
attempts have shed light on the issue, they have not been
sufficient enough to provide a solution. In previous years,
those who attempted to solve this issue offered various
solutions that provided only temporary results. We cannot
avoid this dilemma and should utilize our resources to reach a
desired solution, which will eliminate and repair the issue at
hand.

We appreciate the sacrifices that many of you have made
in order to provide a decent life for yourselves and your
families abroad. We also recognize the efforts of those who
leave their homeland but do not allow their homeland’s core
values to leave them. We are aware of the challenges that
come with moving abroad and realize that maintaining a
connection between one another is crucial, especially when it
comes to preserving the cultural and religious heritage of
Tawhid.

The basics of the Tawhid faith teach us that the human
mind cannot reach absolute knowledge except with the light of
the Divine; the light which has been passed to people by
messengers through the ages. The teachings illuminate the
human soul, which then uses this knowledge as guidance

based on the essence of goodness and virtue. We do not
approach the ideas of pre-modern civilizations with negativity.
We believe that human virtue is the entrance so that the mind
can rise to a level that allows it to raise fundamental questions
regarding the meaning of existence and destiny. Moral
carelessness in modern societies, especially in the West, does
not give us a decent picture of the meaning of human
civilization to which we aspire, according to the teachings of
Tawhid. Therefore, as a society, it should be our responsibility
to ensure that the newer and future generations do not fall
through the crack of moral laxity.

Our children in Lebanon and other countries have made
the West their destination for higher learning. However, the
study of Tawhid can only come from the East. In this blessed
area of the world you can find Mecca, Jerusalem, the Great
Pyramids of Giza, and most importantly the history of the
Muwahideen Druze. Even in Lebanon, the idea of a typical
Muwahideen and his or her conduct has been distorted. A
Druze woman used to be identified by her purity and good
morals. A Druze man used to be identified by his honesty and
good nature. Somewhere along the way, many of these
characteristics have been replaced with traits and behavior
that do not live up to the standards exemplified in Tawhid. We
should refine our morals, curb our desires, and avoid lust.
Simply, we should make a conscious effort to abstain from
anything that is prohibited.

Ignorance is not bliss. Do not silence the words of wise
men. In many of your societies there are false ideas implanted
in young minds. There are also those who preach falsely and
spread misinformation. Those who have done so and
continue to do so, have not been touched by the light of truth,
and will remain in darkness. May your mind guide you, may
your mortal soul be your aim and compass, and may your
word be your aid to knowledge. Do not waste your days in
vain, for in your hands you hold the torch of knowledge. And

as you read these words through Al Fa'|r awaiting the
dawn of the truth, we say: "God, grant grace and
righteousness to those who follow the path of righteousness
and distance them from fault and error.”
